Alexandria, Va. (April 23, 2023) On April 23, 2023, WM Richard Williams, MWGH 
McArthur Myers, and the Brothers of Universal Lodge No. 1 joined the Alexandria 
Community Remembrance Project (ACRP) to mark the 125th year since Joseph 
McCoy was brutally lynched. 

“On a Thursday evening in April,1897, an 18-year-old African American boy born 
and raised in Alexandria – Joseph McCoy- was accused by his employer, arrested 
by police, and locked in a cell at the Alexandria Station House (located at today’s 
City Hall). Within a few hours, a white mob violently attacked the station house, 
dragged the young man away and hanged him from a gas lamp post on the corner 
of Lee and Cameron Streets. It was just after 1 a.m. on Friday, April 23. No one 
came to his aid, and no one was held accountable.” From www.alexandriava.gov, 

Alexandria City Hall was illuminated in purple, the color of mourning, throughout 
the weekend to memorialize Joseph McCoy.
